ECOMMENDED AIR PRESSURE

Operate the tool using only the recommended air
pressure. Do not exceed the maximum air pressure
marked on the tool. Be sure the air pressure gauge is
operating properly and check it at least twice a day.

Never use any bottled air or gases such as oxy-
gen to operate the tool since they could cause the
tool to explode.




TROUBLESHOOTING

SONAL INJURY COULD OCCUR. REPAIRS OR REPLACEMENTS MUST BE DONE BY A QUALIFIED PER-

SON OR AN AUTHORIZED SERVICE CENTER.

PROBLEM CAUSE SOLUTION
Air leaking in cylinder cap A. Loose nose screws A. Tighten and recheck.
B. Gasket is cracked/worn B. Replace gasket
Lack of power, slow to cycle A. Tool is too dry A. Drop lubricant
Poor power of driving and B. Air pressure is low B. Check air supply equipment
returning. C. Exhaust is blocked C. Clean exhaust channel
Shooting no fastener or A. Damaged pusher spring A. Replace spring
intermittent feeding B. Wrong size of fastener B. Use correct fasteners
C. Magazine or wear plate C. Clean magazine and nose
is dirty
Fastener is jammed in tool. A. Driver channel is worn A. Replace wear plate
B. Driver is broken/worn B. Replace driver
C. Bent fasteners C. Use correct fasteners
